Parent-School Partnership: How To Do Online Assessments At Home
The Term 3 online assessments will help our students prepare for the end-of-year final exams taking

place in June. To ensure that these assessments are effective, we are asking our parent community to
join us as partners to create a secure and reliable testing environment at home, based on the principles
of integrity we follow when doing exams in school.

To help with this, we have prepared a list of points for our students and parents to follow at home:

e Your child/children need an environment that is quiet and well-lit.

e Your child should ensure that his/her device is fully charged.

e Ifyou have more than one child taking an assessment, they should be in different rooms. If this is not
possible, they should not communicate with each other.

e Your child/children should be ready 5 minutes before the start of the assessment.

e Your child should be reminded to go to the restroom/toilet before the assessment starts.

e Students should not to have access to their text books at any point during the assessment. Those doing
the assessment on their school tablet should not access their E-books at any point during the
assessment.

e Students should not ask for assistance of any kind. Please do not read questions to your child or help
him/her to answer any questions. Itis extremely important that they do the assessment completely on
their own.

e Students should not have their phones with them or communicate with any of their friends via social
media platforms on their computers/tablets. Here we ask that you as the parent actively assist us to
ensure that no communication takes place.

e Your child should have blank paper and pencils, an eraser, a sharpener, and a ruler with them.
Calculators are not allowed unless indicated by the teacher.

o Please make sure that your child has water next to them during the assessment as they might get thirsty.

Please assist us by monitoring your child/children during the online assessments. Students who
receive help, access their books or communicate during the assessments will be at a disadvantage, as
the school needs to see each students’ true performance to help them prepare well for the end-of-year
final exams.
